Description: Examiners must develop the ability not only to read and understand the provided legal authority documents, but also on occasion have to be able to create and supply some of the legal authority documents for a case.  

Supplied in the folder are documents that may be used in the creation of an Affidavit for a Search Seizure Warrant (all names and personal information provided is fiction and any similarity to real individuals or events is purely coincidental).   

Create the Affidavit based on the supplied interviews and reports (to create probable cause of “who, what, when, why, and how” type criteria) for submission to Judge for issuance of Search Seizure Warrant.  Also on a separate document supply additional information on what considerations went into your Affidavit creation based on the supplied documents (to enable us to understand your reasoning so that we can properly award points).

For the purpose of this challenge, all of the documents should be considered properly signed and marked as would be normal in an investigation (even though none of the challenge supplied interviews/reports are signed).  For this challenge it is the information that they contain that is important.

Points will be awarded for a properly created Affidavit which can then be used in support of the request for a Search Seizure Warrant.

Important Note:  For the purposes of this exercise, when required in the document you’re proper name for the Affidavit creation must be Special Agent <YourTeamName> (unless you reference yourself in the document by pronoun; i.e., “I, my, we, etc.”).  We do not want a team member name to appear in the document.
