Description: Examiners must develop and document a methodology used to examine and recover the contents of several different types of files.  These files will carry additional data not readily obvious to the normal view of the user.  

Clues to help participants know what to look for in each file are:

· Who wrote or created the file?

· Did anyone else change and save the file again?

· How was the graphic created?

· The fact that the graphics were taken from a subject who was overheard to state that “he wanted to sell some of the weapons and I can advertise that here”.  

Points will be awarded for the accomplishment in locating and providing the hidden (not visible or non-obvious) data, and the degree that you successfully accomplish this task.

Examiners must also be concerned with recording a detailed methodology of the steps and recording the tools used to accomplish the task as part of their grade.
